English 

This term, we will focusing on stories with more emotional complexity. The children will be 

writing both fiction and non-fiction pieces and thinking carefully about how the characters are 

feeling. The texts we will be using are The Sea Saw, Leo and the Octopus, Where the Wild 

Things Are and After the Fall.  

Maths 

This term, we’ll be building on what the children have learned so far and helping them develop 

their problem-solving skills. We will be introducing the language of multiplication and division, 

using arrays (groups of objects) to help make these ideas easier to understand. We will also be 

learning to tell the time to 'quarter past,' adding to what the children already know about 

'o’clock' and ‘half past’. 

Other Subjects 

Science – We will be learning about plants and seasonal changes, focusing on the changes that 

take place between spring and summer.   

Geography – We will be learning how to use maps this term, drawing maps of the school and the 

local area.   

DT – We will be designing and building castles.  

Computing – We will be learning how to use Microsoft Word to edit and change text.
